It is rich in natural, cultural and tourism resources as well as good foundation of scientific research and education; has strong industrial bases, complete industrial sectors, sound eco-environment and great loading capacity; and is also a key base of agricultural products, energy source, raw materials and equipment manufacturing in China. Various forums and seminars will be held during Expo Central China, which will invite domestic and foreign dignitaries, business elites, experts and scholars in both political and economical sectors to present speeches. 

Expo Central China will provide a great opportunity for domestic and foreign investors as well as merchants to acquire a comprehensive understanding about the investment policies in Central China, obtain information on key projects, develop trading and economic cooperation, and seek better business development. Expo Central China will be also an outstanding platform for enterprises worldwide, especially enterprise from developing countries and regions to display themselves. 

Expo Central China has been successfully held in Changsha City (Hunan Province), Zhengzhou City (Henan Province), Wuhan City (Hubei Province) and Hefei City (Anhui Province) respectively. The 5th Expo Central China will be held on September 26-28, 2010 at Nanchang International Exhibition Center, co-sponsored by the People’s Government of Nanchang City, Department of Commerce of Jiangxi Province and Investment Promotion Agency of Ministry of Commerce. Expo Central China, taking “Openness, Cooperation, Win-Win and Rising” as the theme, will center on recommendation of investment-promoting project and exposition of investment and trade, and hold investment symposium, domestic and international trade fair, economic forum and other economic and trade activities for showing special characteristics of Central China to attract businessmen at home and abroad seeking business opportunities for realizing win-win situation and mutual development.

FOCUS ON THE SIX PROVINCES
The six provinces in Central China, with the total land area of 1.03 million square kilometers and a total population of 360 million, include Shanxi, Anhui, Jiangxi, Henan, Hubei and Hunan. The Central China has been prosperous since ancient times, and accumulated with abundant natural, historic and cultural resources. With a rich historical and cultural value, it has a long history of Huizhou Culture, Huxiang Culture, Central Plains Culture, Chu Culture and Shanxi Culture; with a pleasant climate and beautiful scenery, it has a lot of famous historic and cultural sites, including Huangshan Mountain, Hongcun Ancient Dwellings Group, Datong Yungang Grottoes and Pingyao Ancient City, and more than 10 sites of them have been listed in The World Heritage List  by UNESCO, and also three of Chinese five famous mountains (Songshan Mountain in Henan, Hengshan Mountain in Hunan and Hengshan Mountain in Shanxi) and two of Chinese four Buddhist holy mountains (Wutai Mountain in Shanxi and Jiuhua Mountain in Anhui) are located here; with abundant products, it is a major grain production base of China; with a rich minerals, it is an important energy and raw materials base of China, has found more than 140 species minerals on average and more than 30 species mineral resources of which had been proved reserves rank first in China (including coal, bauxite, copper, gold and silver). As an important watershed of the Yellow River (Chinese Mother River) and the Yangtze River, it is an important hydropower industrial base of China; rivers and lakes are dense here, the water resources reserves account for 7.7% of the whole country’s and the amount of water resources that can be developed accounts for 9.9% of the whole country’s. The Central China has concentrated more than 20% of the national scientific and technological personnel and higher education institutions and strengthens of science and education rank top in China; and also it has rich labor resources and is the main labor source for southeastern coastal areas.
With a unique geographical location, the Central China is located at the hinterland of our country’s mainland, reaches Beijing in its north, close to Hong Kong in its south, next to Shanghai in its east and adjacent to Chongqing in its west. It is not only the hinterland for the industrial upgrading and shift of eastern coastal areas, but also the frontier areas for the opening of the western regions. In Central China, the accessible and convenient transportation network of water, land and air has taken initial shape, the development of highway is rapid and 15,000 kilometers highway have been opened to traffic by the end of 2007 that accounts for 28% of our country’s total highway mileage. With railway arteries of Beijing-Guangzhou Railway, Beijing-Kowloon Railway and Lianyungang-Lanzhou Railway passing through the Central China, the railways there interlock south and north and connect east and west, and also the high-speed railways are under construction. And also the air transports capacities have increased dramatically. There are totally more than 30 airports, which can directly access to major cities in China (including Hong Kong and Macao) and have achieved the direct flight with several international cities and regions, including Tokyo, Seoul, Paris, Moscow and Los Angeles. 
   As China’s traditional industrial base and economic centre, Central China possesses strong industrial foundation and complete industrial varieties. Industries of coal, power generation, steel, chemical, non-ferrous metals and construction materials are all outstanding. The development of energy industry, raw materials processing industry and equipment manufacturing industry have broad prospects. On the basis of the advantages of resource, geographical location and manpower cost, Central China is able to become an important undertaking place for industrial transfer. It can undertake the gradient transfer of processing trade in the eastern coastal areas, the reinvestment of foreign invest enterprises and the investment of domestic large enterprises, private enterprises, small and medium-sized enterprises. 

Based on the abundant natural resources, strong industrial areas, convenient transportation network and logistics，the six provinces in Central China blend the natural advantages of Central China into the motility for flowing. In 2006, the state put forward the strategy of Rise of Central China that had further pointed out the direction for the development of Central China. The central areas step toward the target of “Three Bases and One Hub” put forward by the state. The “Three Bases and One Hub” is to establish a major grain production base, energy and raw material base, and a modern equipment manufacturing and high-tech industry base of China and to construct an integrated transportation hub. In recent years, the development of Central China’s economy always keep running high with a tendency of speeding up in stability, which has made Central China become one of Chinese areas with most dynamic economy. In 2008, the GPD of the six provinces hit the highest level that realized RMB 6,318.803 billion yuan, which was over 12% than that of the previous year; the total local financial revenue exceeded RMB 439,748 billion yuan, which was over 23.2% than that of the previous year; the fixed-asset investment reached RMB 3,708.072 billion yuan, which was over 31.9% than that of the previous year; the total amount of export-import was USD 99.24 billion, which was over 33.8 than that of the previous year. The total amount of foreign direct investment reached USD 21.107 billion, which was over 20.8% than that of the previous year. The industrial production remained sustained and rapid growth. The added value of above-scale industrial reached RMB 2,381.137 billion yuan, which was over 18.4% than that of the previous year. 

The developmental Central China has unlimited potential and the rising Central China has limitless business opportunities. The provinces of Central China will further cooperate together and develop win-win so as to create a favorable investment and venture homeland for investors from home and abroad!
INTRODUCTION OF JIANGXI PROVINCE
JIANGXI ENJOYS FAVORABLE GEOGRAPHICAL LOCATION AND CONVENIENCE TRASNPORATION 

Jiangxi Province, located on the southern bank of the middle and lower reaches of Yangtze River, gets its brief name Gan from Ganjiang River --- the largest and longest river in the Province. Jiangxi covers a total area of 166,900 square kilometers, has a population of 44 million, and governs 99 counties (county-level cities and districts) and11 cities including Nanchang, Jiujiang, Jingdezhen, Pingxiang, Xinyu, Yingtan, Ganzhou, Yichun, Shangrao, Ji’an and Fuzhou.
Jiangxi is adjacent to Zhejiang and Fujian provinces in the east, Guangdong Province in the south, Hunan Province in the west, and Hubei and Anhui provinces in the north (converging at Yangtze River together). As a hinterland to Yangtze River Delta, Pearl River Delta, and Southeast Fujian Delta, the direct distance is within 600 or 700km from Jiangxi to other main towns and ports in Shanghai, Guangzhou, Xiamen, Nanjing, Wuhan, Changsha and Hefei. With rapid development in recent years, the convenient and integrated transportation is being developed in Jiangxi. The highways are connected to main channels to other provinces, and the length of highways opened to traffic has reached 2,500km and will reach 4,000km in 2012. Jiangxi has 5 airports of Nanchang, Jiujiang, Jingdezhen, Ganzhou and Jinggangshan, in which Nanchang International Airport has direct flights to major mainland cities of China, Hongkong, Macao, Taiwan, Seoul, Singapore, Kuala Lumpur, Frankfurt and others. And the water transportation also has been connected to key port cities directly such as Shanghai, Ningbo, Xiamen, Hongkong and others. 

Jiangxi has sound eco-environment and rich resources. 

Jiangxi, located in subtropical and north temperate zones, is blessed with smooth terrain, lush vegetation, long frost-free period, abundant precipitation and ample sunshine. The Forest coverage rate is over 60.05% in Jiangxi, ranking the second in China. The water resources are very rich with 2,800 cubic meters per person, which is over 73% higher than that of the average level in China. There are two World Heritage sites of Mt. Lushan and Mt. Sanqingshan, two World Geological parks of Lushan and Longhushan, eleven state-level scenery zones, eight state-level natural protection zones and thirty-nine state-level forest parks. Poyang Lake, as the largest fresh lake in China, is the significant wetland in the world. For protecting eco-environment and keeping Poyang Lake unpolluted, Poyang Lake Ecological & Economic Zone has been under overall construction. Jiangxi is also rich in mineral resources, having huge development and utilization potential. There has been discovered 171 kinds of minerals, 111 kinds of which have known reserve, 66 kinds are among the top ten and 12 kinds rank the first in China for their reserves. 
Jiangxi has been culturally advanced for outstanding people and profound culture.
With deep historical and cultural deposits, there are 3 state-level historical and cultural cities, 4 provincial-level historical and cultural cities and 5 temples under state-level protection in Jiangxi. In the history, there were also thousands of academies and Jinshi (Imperial Scholars) and many native talents, including Xu Ruzi (97-168) of Han Dynasty, Tao Yuanming (365-427) of Jin Dynasty, three of the Eight Masters of Tang & Song dynasties - Ouyang Xiu (1007-1072), Zeng Gong and Wang Anshi (1021-1086), dramatist Tang Xianzu (1550-1616) and scientist Song Yingxing of Ming and Qing dynasties who have contributed precious spiritual wealth to Jiangxi. Jinggangshan Mountain is the cradle of Chinese revolution, Nanchang is the birthplace of the Peoples Liberation Army, Chinese Soviet Republic’s central government was established in Ruijin, and An’yuan is the birthplace of China’s labour movements. In recent years, Jiangxi, relying on good eco-environment, deep cultural deposits and rich resources, has taken “Red Cradle · Green Homeland” as overall positioning, and centered on creating the three major tourist brands, namely, ‘Best Choice for Red Tourism in China, Great Scenic Spot of International Eco-tourism, Excellent Resort of Leisure and Holiday Tourism’ and then has realized to receive 81 million passengers per year and the tourist income of RMB 55.9 billion yuan.
Jiangxi has complete industry supporting capacity with distinctive characteristics.
There are six pillar industries in Jiangxi, including auto, aviation and fine manufacturing, metallurgy and metal manufacturing, prepared Chinese medicine and biopharmaceutical manufacturing, electronic information and modern household appliance manufacturing, food-processing manufacturing and refinery chemical and new material manufacturing. Presently, many industries are keeping a sound momentum of development in Jiangxi, such as photovoltaic industry, high-precision copper industry, high-quality and special steel industry, special vehicles and vessel industry, precision mechanism industry, biological medicine industry, special chemicals industry, green food industry, travel industry, new-type service industry, etc. Yingtan has been the largest production and processing base of copper in China, and Xinyu has been developed initially the global photovoltaic industry base. Jiangxi, as a key agricultural province in China, is one of two provinces to ceaselessly supply grain to the country since PRC founded. And the large-scale and modernization green eco-agriculture is becoming the key economic growthpoint of Jiangxi.
Jiangxi has a great development potential with low investment costs.
The labor cost in Jiangxi is only one-third of the cost in Shanghai and half of the cost in Zhejiang and Guangdong. And also Jiangxi has obvious price advantages on basic productive elements, including water, electricity, land and raw materials. Jiangxi Province has 94 full-functioned state-level and provincial-level industrial parks (development zones), and has comparatively sufficient land for developing and using. Jiangxi persists in taking “large open” as main strategy, and takes the open idea of thinking for the investors and entrepreneurs, helping them to venture successful, promoting them to develop and providing service for them. Jiangxi has formed an effective working mechanism for opening up to the outside world and makes every effort to create first-class investment and entrepreneurial environment of “Low cost, Big market, High efficiency, Good reputation and Excellent ecology”. In order to actively cope with the international financial crisis, Jiangxi has put forward a series of measures to support enterprises’ development and its economy and society have maintained rapid and healthy development momentum. In 2009, the total production value of Jiangxi reached RMB 758.92 billion yuan over 13.1% than that of the previous year, and its growth rate had been more than 12% for seven consecutive years; the fixed asset investment of Jiangxi reached RMB 664.24 billion yuan over 40% than that of the previous year; the general fiscal revenue reached RMB 92.87 billion yuan over 13.7% than that of the previous year; the added value of above-scale industries of Jiangxi reached RMB 261.08 billion yuan over 20.1% than that of the previous year; the actual utilization of foreign capital reached USD 4.02 billion over 11.7% than that of the previous year; and the total amount of imports and exports reached USD 12.665 billion decreasing 7% than that of the previous year, in which the export amount was USD 7.364 billion decreasing 4.7% than that of the previous year. Based on the data, the development speed of Jiangxi also ranks the leading position in China. The per capita disposable income of urban residents was RMB 14,020yuan over 9% than that of the previous year; and the per capita net income of farmers was RMB 5,075 yuan over 8% than that of the previous year. The Poyang Lake Ecological & Economic Zone Planning, approved by the state on December 22, 2009, has been perceived as the regional development planning of national strategy, which has brought unprecedented opportunities for Jiangxi and also provided tremendous business opportunities for investors to invest in Jiangxi Province.
Dynamic City – Nanchang
Nanchang is the capital of Jiangxi Province of China, and is also the center of politics, economy, science and education, culture，commerce and trade and information of Jiangxi Province. With a resident population of 4.91 million, Nanchang City covers a total area of 7,402 square kilometers, in which the urban area is 617 square kilometers. As one of Chinese 35 megacities, Nanchang City has jurisdiction over 4 counties (including Nanchang County, Xinjian County, Jinxian County and Anyi County) and 5 districts (including Donghu District, Xihu District, Qingyunpu District, Wanli District and Qingshanhu District), and also has two state-level development zones (Nanchang High-tech Industrial Development Zone and Nanchang Economic Development Zone) and 9 provincial-level development zones and 1 Honggutan New District. 

Superior Location & Transportation. Nanchang enjoys special geographic advantage as a traffic hub and strategic location of interlocking east and west and connecting south and north. Many railways including Beijing- Kowloon Railway, Zhejiang-Jiangxi Railway and Anhui-Jiangxi Railway and No. 105, 320, and No. 316 National Highways intersect in Nanchang; Highways of Nanchang-Jiujiang, Liyuan-Wenjiazhen and Jiangxi-Guangdong and others extend in all directions. Nanchang Changbei International Airport has opened over 40 lines directly flying to cities of domestic and abroad, including Beijing, Shanghai, Hong Kong, Macao, Taiwan, Seoul. It takes only one hour from Shanghai, Guangzhou, Shenzhen, Xiamen and Hong Kong to Nanchang. 

Famous Historical and Cultural City. The name of “Nanchang” roots from the implication of “flourishing the southern frontier”. Founded in BC 202, Nanchang has a history of more than 2,200 years. Nanchang has been a land endowed with supernatural talents, deep culture and etiquette deposits and precious humanistic imprinting since ancient times. Nanchang has many famous historic and cultural sites, including Tengwang Pavilion (one of the three famous pavilions in the south of the Yangtze River), one thousand-year treasure Shengjin Tower, Qingyunpu Taoist Abbey, Shuiguanyin Pavilion, Longevity Palace, and Youmin Temple. Many famous figures are natives of Nanchang, such as Lun Ling (the originator of Chinese music and the musical servant of Emperor Huang), Badashanren (great master of painting art), Xu Ruzi (the most high-principled man), and the Preface to Tengwang Pavilion (an immortal masterpiece written by Wang Bo). Wang Bo, one of the four young talents of early Tang Dynasty, in his imperishable the Preface to Tengwang Pavilion had praised Nanchang as a Chinese ancient city with abundant natural resources and outstanding personalities, where “the autumn river shares a scenic hue with the vast sky and the evening glow drifts with a lonely wild duck to fly”. 

Green Ecological City. Nanchang is a city of water and mountain, where Ganjiang River runs through and lakes are interspersed, an oasis with a beautiful desert and a city with migratory bird, presenting unique southern Chinese river-side scenery. With clean air, high quality water and pleasant environment, Nanchang is China’s outstanding tourist city and most livable city and has become a leisure garden of international and Chinese eastern coastal areas。
Complete Industrial System. Nanchang is an important industrial city in China. The first airplane, the first coastal defense missile and the first motorcycle of new China were born in Nanchang. It has formed traditional advantageous industries including auto and auto parts, medicine and food, electromechanical and electronic information industry, metallurgy new material, textile and garment industry, etc. Meanwhile, it has some emerging industries, including solar photovoltaic, semiconductor LED, large passenger aircraft, new-energy car, service outsourcing. Some World Top 500 enterprises and China Top 200 enterprises have set up branch offices in Nanchang, including Microsoft(America), Kohler(America), Ford, ABB, Pepsi, Coca Cola, Hitachi Electrical Appliance, TECO(Taiwan), ZTE(Shenzhen) .Nanchang is the main production base of grain and agricultural and sideline products and has a good reputation of “a land flowing with milk and honey”.
Modern & New Dynamic City. Nanchang unswervingly implements the main strategy of large open and core strategy of building an important base for advanced manufacturing. In recent years, key indicators of economic and social development have grew at double-digit rates and have maintained good and rapid development momentum. Nanchang has been appraised as “World Top Ten Dynamic Cities”, “World Top Ten Most Vibrant Cities”, “China Most Investment Valuable Financial and Ecological City”, "2008 Forbes Best Business City in Chinese Mainland "," China Top Ten Most Beautiful Cities, "" Top 20 Cities of Fastest Economy Grow "and" Chinese Most Famous City Worthy Introduction to the World” by News Weekly of the United States. It is also has been identified as "Chinese Service Outsourcing Demonstration City", “Key undertaking land for Gradient Transfer of Processing trade” and “National New Energy Export Innovation Base” by our country" by the state. At present, Nanchang is making effort to create an important advanced manufacturing base of Central China and the modern center of business, logistics and finance. 

Today’s Nanchang is on the way of constructing a city with characteristics of “Opening and Dynamic, Civilized and Harmonious, Integrity venture and Ecological gardening”.
